
We are pleased to present to 
you our report and the 2008 
Annual Water Report of Den-
ver Water.  As a distributor of 
Denver water, all of the con-
tents of the Denver brochure 
apply to our customers. 

As an indication of the overall 
quality of our system, The 
Colorado Department of 
Health and Environment con-
ducted a Sanitary Survey of 
the Wheat Ridge Water Dis-
trict in September of 2007.  
The State found no operating 
deficiencies in the District.  
Additionally, no monitoring or 
maximum contaminant level 
violations were found. 

Many customers have con-
tacted the District after recent 
news about the contamination 
of the Alamosa water system.  
They have also inquired about 
recent news of trace amounts 
of chemicals and drugs turn-
ing up in municipal water sup-
plies. 

First it should be noted that 
the Alamosa system is one of 
a few small systems in the 
state that rely on untreated 
well water which is pumped 
directly to customers A well 
appears to have become con-
taminated with salmonella 

bacteria. Without a chlori-
nation system, the con-
taminated water flowed 
directly to customers. 

Wheat Ridge Water Dis-
trict distributes fully treated 
Denver water, which is 
some of the finest, purest 
water in the country.  We 
use no well or untreated 
water of any kind.  In fact, 
the quality of Denver tap 
water is far higher than 
many sources of bottled 
water. Denver Water is 
filtered and treated with 
chlorine.  This eliminates 
bacteria in the water. Addi-
tionally, Wheat Ridge Wa-
ter regularly flushes it lines 
to maintain water quality 
and chlorine levels suffi-
cient to insure that bacteria 
cannot grow in our mains. 

Since Denver water is 
100% mountain snow run-
off derived, Denver starts 
with water that has not 
been contaminated with 
wastewater. Other cities 
have to treat water sourced 
from rivers and streams 
into which sewer waste has 
been discharged.  Denver 
water has much lower lev-
els of residual pharmaceuti-
cals and chemicals than 

most municipal drinking wa-
ter. 

It should be noted that these 
drugs and chemicals can only 
now be detected by the most 
modern analysis techniques.  
These show up in Denver 
water in the parts per trillion 
level, if at all, a very low level 
of exposure, which presents 
no threat to human health.  
Any current source of water 
including almost all bottled 
water will have these parts 
per trillion levels of contami-
nants, often at much higher 
levels than our tap water.
